He was an avid Purdue sports
fan and an active member and officer of the John Purdue Club of Madison
County. Jack was a manager of the Purdue Football team during his time at
the school. He was awarded the Diamond P Award from the John Purdue
Club for 25 years of service to Purdue Athletics. He also received the
Certificate of Merit by the Purdue Alumni Association for his service as
Regional Director. Jack was a member of Central Christian Church, Sertoma
Club and Edgewood Country Club in Anderson. He enjoyed spending time
with family and friends at Klinger Lake, square dancing, and was involved with
several bridge clubs. He is survived by his three daughters, Sherry Stepp
Anderson, Debbie Dyson Indianapolis and Janet Wells Anderson;
grandchildren, Jesse Wells, Allyson Wells fiance, Chris Smith their father Joe
Wells and his brother-in-law, Bill Harvey. He was preceded in death by his
