They moved to
Fort Myers, FL in 1981 where she worked as the Human Resources Manager
for Mariner Group, Inc. and they lived there until their move to Lenexa, KS in
1994. Whilst in Kansas, Jane worked as the administrative assistant to the
Asst. Superintendent of Blue Valley School District until her retirement. Her
favorite hobbies included antiquing, collecting white wicker furniture,
decorating her home, visiting Vermont, and helping take care of her
grandchildren. Jane and Jack were married for 56 years before Jack’s death
in 2014.
